1) The Frierdiker Rebbe was Nistalek. The Frierdiker Rebbe was Rebbe 
for 30 years. 10 in Russia, 10 in Poland, and 10 in America.  When the 
Rebbe arrived in America the Rebbe said the famous saying, "America 
Iz Nisht Andersh - America is not different".  The Rebbe was Nistalek 
on Shabbos morning, Yud Shevat 5710/1950.

2) Rebbetzin Rivka passed away. Rebbetzin Rivkah was the wife of the 
Rebbe Maharash.  She got married in 5609/1849.  Once the Rebbetzin 
stood at the door of the Rebbe's room for several hours because the 
hem of her dress was stuck in the door and she did not want to disturb 
the Rebbe by opening the door.  She passed away in 5674/1914.

3) The Rebbe became Rebbe.  On the day of Yud Shevat 1951 the 
Rebbe said the Ma'amer Basi Legani, a sign that he 
                   accepted the Nesius.

The man near her  didn’t notice it and the Rebbetzin realized that if this man doesn't throw himself on the        ground straightaway, he’ll be hit by the      bomb.  Quickly, the Rebbetzin pushed the        man down to the ground with all her           might.  The Rebbetzin saved the man’s      life.         After the Rebbetzin told the story, she            said “True, the Yid was saved from         the bomb,  but I pushed him.  For       pushing a Yid one must do    Teshuvah.”
